Problem:

With your group mates, you will investigate one particular habit outlined by Sean Covey in his book The 7 Habits of Highly Effective Teens. After conducting a thorough investigation, you must then design, plan, create, and deliver a lesson to your peers that encapsulates all of the main points outlined by Covey and meets the design specifications below. Upon completion, you must then evaluate your group’s lesson design and group performance against the design specifications and your overall use of the MYP Design Cycle. 


MYP Design Cycle: Investigate
(Time frame: Two 85-minute blocks with additional time outside of class for group-work and conferencing) 
Step one:  You need to read your assigned chapter and take Cornell notes on all of the main points conveyed. After your initial reading, you must discuss all of Sean Covey’s points, and determine which ones will be presented to the class. 
Discussion questions for analysis might include:

· How do we think Covey would summarize this habit?

· Which points are emphasized over others (Hint: Use text features to identify.)?

· What strategies does Covey provide us with for understanding how it applies to our real-life?

· Are there any key terms that need to be taught?

· Are there any parts (introduction, graphs, charts, anecdotal stories, quotes, etc.) that you feel are important to actually read together with the class? 

Step Two: Your group will then need to conference with the teacher and share your group’s investigation of the chapter. You may use your Cornell notes as reference to explain the essential ideas pulled out of the passage and to defend why your group selected these ideas as the most important ones from the chapter.

The student selects and analyzes information from the text, and explains why those points are most important during the conference with the teacher. 

	Advanced


	The student completes the reading and Cornell note-taking diligently with their group. The student critically investigates the habit, evaluating which information is most essential and most significant in terms of their and their peers’ lives. The student selects, analyzes, and defends information from the text – clearly stating why some points are more important than others during the conference with the teacher. 


Habit Lesson Plan Design Specifications





Your lesson preparation must include:


reading the assigned passage as a group;


taking Cornell notes;


determining the  main ideas to be presented;


using the MYP Design Cycle to create a dynamic lesson plan. 





Your lesson plan must: 


clearly state the learning intentions and success criteria; 


teach your peers the main ideas of the assigned habit;


make clear, real-life connections to you and your peers’ lives; 


be 60 minutes in length;


incorporate technology (document camera, computers, projectors, radio, web-based applications, etc.)


engage all of your peers in multiple activities that promote the essential idea of your chapter and are geared towards all types of learners (i.e. visual, kinesthetic, auditory, etc.);


assess you and your peer’s understanding of the material.
